For ease of reference, we believe proposed Subpart 47.4 covering
Air Transportation by U.S.-Flag Carriers should be combined with pro-
posed Subpart 47.5 covering Ocean Transportation by U.S.-Flag Vessels
and retitled "Restrictions on Use of Foreign-flag Transportation." We
believe a consolidated section would permit contracting officers to
make better informed choice of transportation decisions.
