Hugh J. Dolan and Willias S. Green challenge the award
of a grant by the Environrental Protection Agency (EPA),
Ragion 7I1, to the County Council of Suswex County, Delaware,
for 80 percent of the estimated coats for a sever ocean
outfall,

The thrust of the challenge is ttat the project is
unneceseary and that tt 1i in violation of Section lOla()(lŽ
of the Federal Water Pollution Control Act of 1972, P.L.
02-500, 86 Stat. 816, which provides that:

"it iS thbs national Soal. that thi discharge
of pollutants into the navigable waters be
eliminated by 1985."

ThGenelAo'tgThe p enril Accorntng Office, upon redeipt"of complainas
from propepctive contractors, "will undertake revtivw concern-
ing the propriety of contract awards made by grantees" pursuant
,o grants awarded by f1adaral agencies, in order to "foster co_-
jl1ance with grant terms, agency regulations, and applicable
atatutory regulations." 40 Fed. Reg. 42406 (1975). However,
" Ot in not the intant of the General Accounting Office to
interfere with the .mctionq and responsibilities of grantor
agencies In iaking and administering grants." 40 Fed. Reg. 42406,
U.ra, a*nt for that reason this Office does not consider individual
cLuplaints I.oncerning the propriety of * particular grant award.

Accordingly, we must decline to consider this matter. However,
your letter will be retained for appropriate consideration in con-
nection with cur on-going audit reviews of EPA programs.
